MESSAGE DISCUSSION QUESTIONS

JUNE 27, 2021 // RESTORED!

Senior Pastor Marty Grubbs wrapped up the Unwavering series with the beautiful
truth of restoration in Job's life. Job lost everything in his life — his children, his
wealth, his health, and his righteousness was called into question by friends. Job's
spirit was beaten down. God spoke to Job, first to remind him that God has been
in control since the beginning of the world, He laid the foundations of the earth and sustains it still today. Job
gained a fresh view of God, and God restored Job's life spiritually, physically, relationally and financially. God
is a forgiving, understanding, loving Father who restores. God always restores. And sometimes he gives us
glimpses of this restoration on this side of heaven, but the ultimate restoration will come to us when we meet
him face to face in glory, and we are restored to perfection.

1. What stood out today from Marty's message?

2. Read Job 42:8-9. What is the starting point, or foundation, of restoration?

3. Read Job 42:10-16. What did restoration in Job's life look like?

4. What had changed in Job from the beginning of the book to this point?

5. Where have you witnessed or experienced God's restoration? (Spiritually, physically, relationally,

financially, or otherwise)

6. How did the difficult situation, and then its eventual restoration give you a fresh view of God?
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7. If the restoration was or is not part of the story this side of heaven, what will it look like when

surrounded by God's glory?

8. How can we pray for you?

PRAYER

Pray that God will speak to you like he spoke to Job, reminding you of his ultimate power and control, his
ability and desire to restore. Ask him to be with you as you lay the foundation of restoration together. As you
step into humility, helplessness, and/or doubt, ask God to take you to the place where you will gain a fresh view

of God, and experience restoration.
